  Protecting the Purity of the Church  
Paul and Luke readily come to mind as the giants of New Testament            
authorship. Apostle John well able to take his place as a significant New      
Testament writer. Gospel of John, Book of Revelation, Letters of John, his   
Holy Spirit inspired contribution to the New Testament. Flowing from the 
heart of a pastor desiring the protection of God's church. 
1 John written to a church impacted by broken fellowship. Split over core   
beliefs about the person, work of Jesus; acknowledgement of reality and      
impact of sin; character of true love of fellow Christians. Three themes        
reoccurring throughout the Letter as John writes to protect the doctrinal     
purity of God's church. In turn responding to the unspoken question often in 
the hearts of those hurt, confused by splits over Christian truths, ‘Am I on the 
right track?’ Through 1 John may we recognise with even greater clarity      
biblical teaching on the core beliefs addressed, determined to trust in, and 
stick with, the basic message John reaffirms.
