SERMON SERIES MEMORY VERSE 

“So then, just as you received Christ Jesus as Lord, 
continue to live your lives in him, rooted and built up 
in him, strengthened in the faith as you were taught, 

and overflowing with thankfulness.”  

Colossians 2:6-7 (NIV) 

Christ's Fullness and Freedom – Col. 2:6-23 
As soon as we step into a church building, we are confronted with           
tradition and culture. This is true whether we enter an older Anglican or 
Catholic church, a more modern Pentecostal church, or even a community 
hall where a new church has been planted. In every case, traditions and 
practices shape what we say, do, and even think. However, Colossians 2 
warns us, now that the mystery has been revealed in Christ, not to be     
deceived or carried away by human traditions. As we saw in Colossians 1, 
Jesus is central to all creation, and he is the head of the church. True      
devotion to God is not found in religious practices or traditions, it is found 
in devotion to Christ alone. Paul writes in Col. 2:9-10a, “For in Christ all the 
fullness of the Deity lives in bodily form, and in Christ you have been 
brought to fullness.” Therefore, Paul warns his readers against false      
worship that is rooted in human tradition rather than in Christ.
