Colossians 2:6-7 (NIV) 

Christ in you, the Hope of Glory – Colossians 1:24-2:5 

We all love a good surprise, and a little mystery can grow our interest. Yet 
the mystery described in our passage this morning stretches back to the 
beginning of time. As Paul writes to the Christians in Colossae he describes 
his role as being a “servant by the commission of God.” His role is to      
present the word of God in all its fullness, making known a mystery that 
has been kept hidden for millennia. So, what is this mystery, you ask? Paul 
describes the revelation of this mystery in two ways. In 1:27 he describes it 
as “...Christ in you, the hope of glory.” And in 2:2-3 he describes it as 
“...Christ, in whom are hidden all the treasures of wisdom and 
knowledge.” To know Christ, and to be known by him, is to belong to a 
unique people in history, and in the world today. So the question we need 
to ask ourselves is this: Have we truly grasped the privilege of knowing   
Jesus?
